Chair John West called the meeting to order

Motion by Greg, seconded by Bill to approve the agenda. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Mary Ann, seconded by Sue to approve minutes . Motion carried unanimously

Tyler presented a report on GIS activities:

Parcel mapping current, zoning updates current. Working on separating out forestry vs agriculture in anticipation of
Planning and Zoning request for new zoning. Greg asked about when zoning layer would be available on the
internet. Tyler indicated it would depend upon how quickly the new zoning classification was adopted.

Deviate from agenda:

Mary Ann discussed issues associated with online treasurers payments. This hasn’t been updating and it is difficult
when they receive payments that don’t match. Problem occurred during last GCS update and ADC is recreating the
sync so they would match up. Suggestion that we have ADC call in as a conference call. Mary Ann indicated that
she wanted to look at using the GCS web services instead as the cost is already included in with our support. Jodi
indicated that her current online system (ROD Direct) is working very well and that she has identified several issues
associated with the web services and the in house application issues in GCS. She has already discussed these with
them several times. Chris made motion to invite GCS to next meeting to present their web application, seconded by
Sue. Jodi attempted to make an amendment to the motion but was told by Chris she could not do that. Motion
carried with Jodi voting no.

Tyler indicated that LIDAR was pretty much as it is, however, he will be putting some quality control guidelines
together for anyone that may be interested. He still would like to try to get the project specific calibration report.

Land and Water Conservation would like to acquire the State Historical Society Digital Geographic Data Set. This
would help with many of their projects as well as other county projects. There are limitations on who can view the
data which are very strict and a notification process to the State Historical Society is required for each time data is
produced but still feel this would be helpful. Cost is $239. Motion by Jodi, seconded by Tyler to purchase.

Tyler has indicated that two municipalities would like the county to maintain zoning layer and possibly perform
updates. Suggestion to develop guidelines for doing this and also include whether or not we can publish with our
zoning layer on county land records website with disclaimer.

Tyler has submitted his resignation as he has taken a job at Adams Columbia Electric Cooperative. All felt that he
had been a great asset to Adams County and are sad to see him leave. He will be working with MSA prior to his
departure to update them on status of projects and any . It was recommended that the county contract with Tyler as
needed to train if necessary and also to work on county plat book if he is willing to do so. Chris made motion to
provide funds from Land Information not to exceed $5000 for this, seconded by Sue. Motion carried.

Roundtable: Add ESRI Community Map to next meeting agenda as this would help in correct data being used for
online mapping services (road names, place names etc)
No meeting date was set for next meeting — suggested March depending upon new GIS person.
