- Exception Permit request under Section 3-3.03 of the Adams County Comprehensive Zoning
Ordinance and Section 10-5A.01 (C) of the Adams County Shoreland Wetland and Habitat
Protection Zoning Ordinance to allow a residential accessory building without a primary structure
present in an R1 Single Family Residential and R&R Recreational/Residential District on property
located in the NE %, SE Y%, Section 13, Township 16 North, Range 7 East, Lakebury Subdivision,
Lot 17, 106 Edgewood Lane, Town of New Chester, Adams County, Wisconsin. Julic & Gary
Schmidt, owners, were present to show a layout of property and what the proposed building would
look like. Bob Benkowski asked if it were possible to building on the lot where the residence is.
Cathy Croke explained that she has been by the parcels of land many times and feels the lot with the
residence is too small to allow another building. After discussing the size of the lot and looking at
aerial photographs, it was shown that the residential lot was indeed undersized for another building.
__Bob Beaver then suggested that if the motion was in favor of the Schmidts’ that a deed restriction
should be put in place showing that if the residential lot were to be sold, the lot in question must be
sold with it. The Special Exception Permit was granted with the condition that a Deed Restriction be
placed on the Deed that if the property with the residence was ever to be sold, the property with the
accessory building would have to be sold with it. Bob Krause moved to grant the Special Exception
Permit with noted condition. Tom Feller seconded the motion. Roll Call Vote: 5 - Yes. Motion
carried. Cornejo Revocable Living Trust — Special Exception Permit request under Section 10-
5A.01 (C) of the Adams County Shoreland Wetland and Habitat Protection Zoning Ordinance to
allow a residential accessory building that was built without permits and without a primary structure
present to remain in an R&R Recreational/Residential District on property located in the W %, SE
Y, Section 33, Township 17 North, Range 5 East, Pt. of CSM 3697 in Pineorama Subdivision at
1735 Dyke Drive, Town of Quincy, Adams County, Wisconsin. Rudy and Lori Comejo were
present to explain request. Phil McLaughlin states first that the building is in the re-zoned portion of
the conservancy district. When asked by Bob Benkowski why a permit was not acquired, Lori
Comejo explained that they were from the city and didn’t know they needed one. She then
explained that the building is being used for storage, but it also has a bathroom, a shower and a.
fireplace. They stated they do not use it as a residence, but Rudy had remarked they do stay there
occasionally. Phil explained that the building does not meet the Uniform Dwelling Code. Rudy then
stated that the Town of Quincy, at their town board meeting, approved the request with the
provision permit is acquired and a residence constructed within a two year period. Phil explained
that the Cornejos’ must remove anything making the structure hiving quarters. The Board then
discussed Quincy’s conditions for building a residence and added that the current building cannot
be used as a residence. Bob Benkowski made a motion to approve the request with the stipulation
that a permit must be acquired for the subject building and a home be built in no longer than two
years.
