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     The Wisconsin State Statutes give the Wisconsin Department of Transportation 
(WisDOT) broad authority to control activities on state maintained transportation right of 
way.  In the Highway Maintenance Manual, Chapter 07 - Roadside Management, Section 
25 - Use of Highway Right of Way by Others, Subject 10 - Harvesting Products of Nature.  
This guideline treats those requests from individuals who want to use WisDOT right of way or owned 

lands to harvest, collect, or remove products of nature.  Activities include, but are not limited to collecting seeds, harvesting 
berries and wild vegetables, fishing, trapping, and hunting.  Section 3.1 - Harvesting berries, seeds, nuts, wild vegetables, 
fungi, etc., goes on to further state that individuals gathering berries, seeds, nuts, wild vegetables, or other such natural 
products will not be required to obtain a permit from WisDOT provided: 

 Pedestrians are legally allowed on WisDOT right of way at that location (excludes railroad corridors, interstates, freeways 
and some expressways) 

 The products are intended for personal use and not for sale 

 The products will not be used by a commercial enterprise 

 A permit is obtained from DNR for any seeds collected from plants that are state or federally designated as protected 

 The activity does not interfere with the free flow of traffic or endanger the individuals, motorists or other users of the 
transportation system

Water & soil testing can be done through the UW 

Extension office, located at 569 N. Cedar Street in 

Adams.    

Water testing:  Homeowner Package is the most 

commonly used.  It includes the 2 most important 

tests to perform regularly on a well (bacteria & ni-

trite).  Water test bottles/paperwork can be pur-

chased for $3.  They are sent to The Water & Envi-

ronmental Analysis Lab in Stevens Point.  

Soil testing:  This should be done about once every 

3 yrs, in early spring or late fall.  You can pick up a 

Soil Sample Bag & soil probe.  They send samples 

to either UW Soil & Forage Analysis Labs in Marsh-

field, or UW Soil & Plant Analysis Labs in Madison.

 Edible Berries:  Wild edible berries found on the 
refuge include:  blueberries, raspberries, huckle-
berries, wild strawberries, dewberries, cranber-
ries, elderberries, common chokecherries and a 
variety of other edible berries.  

 Gathering Wild Edibles:  Be sure of what you 
pick.  Several types of berries are toxic and may 
make you ill.  Always reference a trusted re-
source.  

 Refuge Guidelines:  Season Dates:   July 1 ñ
August 15, Location:   Refuge Wide, Harvest Limit:   
One gallon per person per day  

 Transportation:  Township and designated ref-
uge roads open to vehicles.  All other travel must 
be on foot.  Parking permitted on road sides and 
in designated parking areas.  Do not block gates 
or traffic.  

The use of rakes to harvest berries is prohibited.

If you are looking to add some extra excitement to a hiking trail 

or ways to encourage others to spend time outdoors with you, Geocaching can be a great option for adventurers of 

all ages.  Geocaching is a real-world, outdoor treasure-hunting game, using GPS-enabled devices. Participants navi-

gate to a specific set of GPS coordinates and then attempt to find the geocache (container) hidden at that location. 

There are many different levels to the game. Geocaches can be found all over the world (180+ countries), with over 

2.8 million containers hidden.  Locations can be quite diverse.  They may be at your local park, 

state parks, at the end of a long hike, underwater, or on the side of a city street. For more infor-

mation on how to get in on the fun, go to Geocaching.com, to learn how the game/activity is 

played.

Earth Day 

Earth Day was first celebrated in 1970.  It was 

founded by Senator Gaylord Nelson to promote ecol-

ogy, and the respect for life on the planet.  It was 

also meant to encourage awareness of the growing 

problems of air, water and soil pollution.  In 1990, 

Earth Day went global, mobilizing 200 million people 

in 141 countries.  In 1995, President Clinton award-

ed Senator Nelson the Presidential Medal of Free-

dom, for his role as Earth Day founder.  Today, it is 

observed in 192 countries.  Earth Day is always rec-

ognized on April 22nd.  It is usually celebrated with 

outdoor activities, where people perform acts of ser-

vice such as:  planting trees, picking up roadside 

trash, conducting various programs for promoting 

recycling/conservation, and the like.
